641 Basic Beekeeping 
Description: In this project, you will learn how bees live and work and why they are important to plants. You'll also discover how to work with bees so they'll work for you. This project may be taken more than one year. To learn how bees live and work and why bees and plants are so 
important to one another.  Learn how to work with bees so you can get them to work for you.  This same project may be taken more than one year.

Judging Requirements: Exhibit a poster, model, display and/or summary of learning activities.

Interview with judge.  Complete the item listed in your Members Project Guide under the project guidelines.  See fair book for specific information and judging times.

Set up at least one beehive. Or work with an established hive. Use the beekeeping record in the back of this book. Complete 5 of the activities listed on page 15 of this book. If you choose not to participate in judging at the fair, make arrangements to discuss and review completion of your project with your advisor.

Your advisor will tell you a more specific judging time later in the summer.  At the specific judging time assigned to you, bring your completed project book, and your project display. You will participate in an interview judging. 

Prepare a display that shows the judge and fair visitors what you learned and accomplished in your project.   Your display could be a scrapbook, poster, item you created, or any method of showing what you have done. You may need to walk a distance from your parked vehicle to judging, plan accordingly. You may choose to bring additional items to show the judge your project work that you do not leave on display.  This is acceptable.  Plan your display item carefully: fragile, valuable, or items that will be damaged by dust are not a good idea.
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
