Judging Requirements: Enter either of the categories below.  Interview required. Not to be work created during school year.

FEATURE STORY - Senior: Nonfiction human interest story written in newspaper or magazine style. Judging will be on interest to readers, writing style, readability and thoroughness of coverage. Submit one story, maximum length – 1,000 words.

J-10
NEWS STORY – Senior:  Nonfiction story about an event, program, or other interesting topic or human experience. The story should present new information of a new angle. Judging will be on general organization of the story, quality of news writing, readability and impact. Submit one story maximum length – 1,000 words.

588 Creative Writing
Description:  This project is written for the beginning writer.  It is for the person who wants to write fiction or poetry for fun.  It may be a first stepping stone for the person interested in becoming a professional writer.  

Judging Requirements: Exhibit fictional stories and/or poetry you have written.  Creative works will be submitted before fair and reviewed by the judges.  A follow-up interview with the judge is required.  You may entry one of the below categories.  Not to be work created during school year.

RHYMED POETRY – Junior (9-13 as of January 1):  An interpretation of a subject in rhymed verse.
Submit a collection of three poems.

RHYMED POETRY – Senior (14 and over as of January 1): An interpretation of a subject in rhymed verse.  Submit a collection of three poems.

FREE STYLE POETRY – Junior: An interpretation of a subject in unrhymed verse. Submit a collection of three poems.

FREE STYLE POETRY – Senior: An interpretation of a subject in unrhymed verse. Submit a collection of three poems.

SHORT STORY – Junior (formerly Fiction Writing): A fiction piece comprised of three basic elements: a theme, a plot and characters. Submit one story, maximum length – 2,000 words.
