556 Measuring Up 
Description: In this beginning woodworking project, you will set up a safe place to work with woodworking tools.  Get started in woodworking by selecting a project helper and setting up a safe place to work with wood working tools. Build and finish a project of your choice.

Judging Requirements: Exhibit finished product(s).  Does not have to be from project book.  Judges interview required.  Complete the items listed in the Members Project Guide under the project guidelines.  MPG - Provides guidelines and activities for completing a project.  The appropriate supplement should be ordered when taking a woodworking project.  See fair book for specific information and judging times. Participants should exhibit a project, which shows they have learned how to use hand tools including: rule, utility square, framing square, combination square, hand crosscut saw, drill, C-clamp, steel bar clamp, wood file, rasp, hammer, nail set. Use of all tools is not required, although it helps.

Follow the guidelines listed on pages 3 & 4 of your project book. Complete at least 7 of the required and or optional activities each year you take this project. At least two of these items should involve making items such as those suggested in your book on page 10. If you choose not to participate in judging at the fair, make arrangements to discuss and review completion of your project with your advisor.

You advisor will tell you a more specific judging time later in the summer.  At the specific judging time assigned to you, bring your completed project book, and the 2 items you have made that show the use of squares, saws, clamps, wood file or rasp. All tools do not need to be used. You will participate in an interview judging

557  Making the Cut 
Description: In this intermediate project. You will also learn more about the different species of wood, wood products, & characteristics of wood. Select a wood project that will show off your new skills. You will also learn more about the different species of wood.

Complete the items listed in the Members Project Guide under the project guidelines.  MPG - Provides guidelines and activities for completing a project.  The appropriate supplement should be ordered when taking a woodworking project. See fair book for specific information and judging times. Participants should exhibit a project which shows they have learned how to use tools including: steel tape, t-bevel, miter box, wood chisels, hand jig saw, back saw, scroll saw, hand stapler, power stapler, power sander, paint brush, single and double incline planes. Use of all tools is not required, although it helps.

Follow the guidelines listed on page 3 & 4 in your project book. Complete at least 7 of the required and optional activities each year you take this project. Construct at least two items suggested on pages 10 & 11 in your project book. If you choose not to participate in judging at the fair, make arrangements to discuss and review completion of your project with your advisor.

You advisor will tell you a more specific judging time later in the summer.  At the specific judging time assigned to you, bring your completed project book, and the 2 items you have made that show the use of a t-bevel, protractor, miter box, wood chisels, hand jig saw, hand stapler, power sanders, paint brush, or single/double incline planes. All tools do not need to be used. You will participate in an interview judging.

558  Nailing It Together 
Description: In this advanced project, you will work with a circular saw, a radial arm saw; a table saw, a router, a hand planer, a power stapler, pipe clamps, & adjustable bar clamps. You will build a more complex project using dowel joints, spline joints or tongue & groove joints. Build a more complex project using dowel joints, spline joints or tongue and grove joints.  Learn to use a circular saw, radial arm saw, table saw, router, hand plane, power stapler, pipe clamps, and adjustable bar clamps to complete a project activity of your choice.

559 Finishing Up 

Description: This advanced project is designed for those who feel competent with power tools such as a table saw, radial arm saw, drill press & jig saw. The skills covered include developing a plan, using a router, portable planer & jointer, making a blind mortise & tenon joint, making dovetail joints & conducting experiments with adhesives & various strippers. Challenge yourself to learn hand-cut dovetail joints, mortise and tenon joints.  Use a power router, various planers, and a power jointer to create a project of your choice.  You will also learn about veneer and common adhesives, as well as stripping and repairing wood.

Judging Requirements: Exhibit finished product(s).  Does not have to be from project book.  Judges interview required.  Complete the items listed in the members project guide under the project guidelines.  MPG - Provides guidelines and activities for completing a project.  The appropriate supplement should be ordered when taking a woodworking project.
